TWO SIMPLE STEPS TO 

NOMINATE! 
 

STEP ONE: ELIGIBILITY 

 

      Consider the category requirements: 

 

      All items in these categories must have 

been originally/first published, performed or 

done in the prior calendar year. The calendar 

year runs from January 1st and end at midnight 

on December 31st. All nominees in any of these 

categories must be a Canadian citizen or a 

permanent resident. A work or person can not 

be nominated for the same thing in more than 

one category. 

 

      The following seven categories are for 

professional works in English for Science 

Fiction or Fantasy. For a definition of what a 

professional is please read the following: 

 

Professional Aurora Award definition 
 

      The Aurora awards are split into two areas: 

professional and amateur.  Currently, the 

professional awards are Novel, YA Novel, 

Short Fiction, Graphic Novel, Poetry/Song, 

Artist and Related Work. 

      Our definition of a professional is one that 

earns all or part of their living from an 

endeavour.  This may be a flat rate or be based 

on commission.  Getting paid with copies of 

your work or for sub-professional 

compensation is not a Professional standard. 

When referring to Novels an ISBN 

(International Standard Book Number) is 

required.  This also includes Anthologies, 

Single Author Collections and the stories 

within them.  It should not matter if a work is 

published by a major press house or a “vanity” 

press.  We can also define a professional as 

someone who has a paying contract with a 

publisher for that work. 

 

      Short Fiction, poetry or songs would not be 

defined as “professional” if the author is not 

paid based on its publication or 

performance.  Works that are just posted on a 

website or printed in a magazine that are given 

away for free are classified as amateur and 

would only be eligible for Fan awards.  The 

exception is if the author is paid by the website 

host.  It is up to an author to inform the awards 

committee in these situations. 

 

      Contests, such as local short story contests, 

where payment is based on prizes are not 

classified as professional.  A work would only 

be classified as professional if the contest 

resulted in it being publication in a book or 

magazine and the author receives an actual 

paying contract or royalties. 

. 

 

BEST NOVEL – ENGLISH 

 

      Best Science Fiction or Fantasy novel in 

English, over 40,000 words by a Canadian, 

published within that year. A work that is 

greater than 40,000 words and is published as a 

stand-alone book can be allowed in this 

category if the author wishes it. 

 

BEST YA NOVEL – ENGLISH 

 

      Best Science Fiction or Fantasy novel in 

English, over 30,000 words written for Young 

Adults by a Canadian, published within that 
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year. A work that is greater than 30,000 words 

and is published as a stand-alone book can be 

allowed in this category if the author wishes it. 

An author may request that their novel be 

judged in the adult category by contacting the 

awards administrator. 

 

BEST SHORT FICTION – ENGLISH 

 

      Best Science Fiction or Fantasy short 

fiction in English with fewer than 40,000 words, 

by a Canadian published within that year. This 

category covers short form fiction in English 

such as novelettes, novellas, short stories and 

flash fiction. Note: Poetry is now in its own 

category (see below.) 

 

BEST GRAPHIC NOVEL – ENGLISH 

 

      Best Science Fiction or Fantasy graphic 

novel, single issue of a serial or an on-line 

comic in English, by a Canadian published 

within that year. This category is for published 

works that are mainly graphical. The nominees 

can be based on the written word, illustration or 

colour work. 

 

BEST POEM/SONG – ENGLISH 

 

      Best Science Fiction or Fantasy poem or 

song in English, by a Canadian published or 

performed within that year. This category 

covers Poems and Song performances in 

English. A song includes lyrics and music. A 

song may be available as a document that 

includes lyrics musical notation, as a recording, 

as a performance at a fan event or any 

combination of these ways. 

 

BEST RELATED WORK – ENGLISH 

 

      Best Science Fiction or Fantasy literary 

criticism, book review, CD, critical editions, 

screen play, anthology, or a single-author 

collection released as a book in English, by a 

Canadian published within that year. This 

category covers all professionally written 

works that are not covered in the previous 

professional categories. 

 

BEST ARTIST 

 

      Best Science Fiction or Fantasy artwork or 

body of artwork, by a Canadian displayed or 

published within that year. This category can 

be for a specific piece of art like a book cover 

or it can be defined for a body of work done 

during that year. Unlike the previous categories, 

this category is for both English and French 

artists. 

 

       The following categories are for non-

professional or fan work.  Nominees are 

eligible for unpaid works. Both French and 

English fans may be nominated. 

 

BEST FAN PUBLICATION 

 

      Best fanzine or fan newsletter or 

publication either in print or by electronic 

means, whose content significantly relates to 

Science Fiction or Fantasy, published by a 

Canadian at least once during the previous 

calendar year. 

 

      This category covers both paper and web 

fanzines. It can also include on-line fan-run 

blogs or review sites. We require that a 

significant amount of their content to be 

dedicated to Science Fiction and Fantasy genre-

related topics such as books, movies, comics, 

gaming, filk or conventions. They can not be 

ones that have commercial products for sale or 

be dedicated to a professional group or person. 

It must be fannish in nature. 

 

      Note: In this category a blog qualifies only 

if it is a stand-alone self-published blog. 

 

      A blog written (article or review) for 

someone else’s publication is defined as ‘fan 

writing’ and should be nominated in the 

‘related work’ category. 

 

BEST FAN ORGANIZATIONAL 

 

      Best organizational contributions to 

Canadian Science Fiction or Fantasy 

conventions, club activities or other organized 
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activities, by a Canadian during the previous 

calendar year. 

 

      This category is for fans that run or 

organize non-profit/non-professional Science 

Fiction and Fantasy related conventions, clubs 

or organizations. This is includes literary, 

gaming, comic and media events. Note: Music 

events are now in their own category (see 

below.) 

 

BEST FAN MUSIC 

 

      Best musical activities by a Canadian fan 

based on science fiction or fantasy in areas 

such as album, song-writing, video, 

performance or sound engineering during 2013. 

Fan music includes; Wizard, Timelord and 

Goblin Rock; music of the SCA; Tolkien music 

and other specialty types as they emerge. 

 

BEST FAN RELATED WORK 

 

      Best fan activity in the area of Science 

Fiction or Fantasy not encompassed by the 

previous three subsections in areas such as: 

presentations, performances, APAS, Art or fan-

writing by a Canadian in the previous calendar 

year. It must be done for a related event or 

publication associated to the Science Fiction 

and Fantasy genre.  

 

      Note: This category used to be called Best 

Fan Other but was renamed at the 2012 AGM. 

 

      Note: In this category a blog qualifies only 

if it is a blog (article or review = fan writing) 

written for someone else’s publication. 

 

      A blog that is a stand-alone self-published 

equivalent to a fanzine should be nominated in 

the ‘fan publication’ category. 

 

       … and then wrack your memory to figure 

out if you know of anyone who is deserving of 

an award. Ask around what others think to jog 

your memory.

      Note: being displayed on the above lists 

does NOT constitute being nominated for an 

award. The lists are merely incomplete 

databases providing some examples of 

individuals (and their works) who may be 

eligible to be nominated.  

 

      Feel free to nominate eligible candidates 

not included on the above lists. ALL 

candidates meeting the requirements are 

eligible. 

 
STEP TWO: NOMINATE 

 

      Only Canadian citizens may nominate. 

Once you have made up your mind whom or 

what you want to nominate, go to the official 

CSFFA site at: 

  

< http://www.prixaurorawards.ca >, 

 

and click on the ‘How to Register’ line at the 

upper right, then scroll down to “Nominate,” 

click and follow instructions. To login you 

must become (or be) a member.  

 

      To register as a member, click on the ‘How 

to Register’ line at the upper right, then scroll 

down to “Join,” click and follow instructions. 

Membership (which also entitles you to vote on 

the final nominees) is $10 for the calendar year. 

Follow the instructions re payment. A society 

membership account number will be sent to 

your email address. Once you have it, go back

A message from the CSFFA Hall of Fame 

Jury Chair (Clint Budd) 

 

      We decided that the honour of being 

inducted into the Canadian Science Fiction & 

Fantasy (CSFFA) Hall of Fame should not be 

by popularity or open vote, but should be 

decided by a jury made up of four prominent 

and knowledgeable people related to the SF & 

F genre, along with an appointee from the 

CSFFA Board of Directors. In addition, we 

wanted the decision to be made as objectively 

as possible based on the content of, or 

information contained in, the nominations. 

There will be up to two inductees per year 

partly based on keeping the work and the 

presentations within manageable size. 

 

      Hall of Fame Nominations must mention 

the reasons why the person, group or

organization should be in the Hall of Fame. The 

more detail about the contribution, the better. A 

single, very detailed nomination carries more 

weight than many with a single brief reason. 

No nominees are obvious or self-evident.  

 

      Nominations do not need to be written in 

elegant language. Point form is fine.  

 

      Nominations must be made in writing or by 

e-mail. They are not valid unless the 

nominator's name address and current contact 

information is included. If a nominee is not 

chosen for the current year, they remain 

eligible and all nominations are retained.  

 

      Remember - it's not the number of 

nominations; it's the detailed reasons behind 

them. 

 

These are the guidelines 

that have been established 

for the CSFFA Hall of Fame 

by the CSFFA Board of Directors: 

 

The CSFFA Hall of Fame Awards shall be a 

juried Award; the Jury's decision shall be based 

on nominations submitted by members of 

CSFFA. Each member of the Jury shall have 1 

vote. 

 

The Jury shall consist of 5 members, 4 of 

who will have a 1-year term and shall be 

recruited from among Writers, Artists, 

Graphic Novelists, Musicians/Filkers, Active 

Fans, and Scientists. 

 

The Chair of the Jury shall be appointed by 

the CSFFA Board of Directors and shall be a 

member of the Board. The Chair shall be a 

continuing member of the Jury and will have a 

term limited to five (5) years, renewable but 

non-consecutively. 

 

The Chair's responsibilities shall include 

recruiting the other members of the Jury, 

distributing the nominations among the 

Jury, and managing the vote as well as all the 

other housekeeping duties of the Hall of Fame. 

 

There shall be two new inductees to the Hall 

of Fame per year. In the first year all those 

previously awarded Lifetime Achievement 

Awards in the past shall be added to the Hall of 

Fame. 

 

The Hall of Fame shall be a Plaque with the 

names of the inductees. It won't be given out, 

but instead will travel from Canvention to 

Canvention on display. 

 

Eligibility: Canadian citizens and permanent 

residents, professionals and amateurs, who 

have influenced or contributed to the genre, 

will be considered. Eligibility for the 

Hall of Fame may include Canadian Writers, 

Publishers, Editors, Artists, Graphic Novelists, 

Musicians/Filkers, Actors, Convention 

organizers, Fans, and Scientists and, Astronauts 

are all eligible. (This is not a definitive list.) 

 

Nominations shall be open to all CSFFA 

Members. 

 

The nominations must be THE basis for the 

Jurors' decisions; it requires the nominators to 

put some thought, research and effort to 

convince into what they submit. 

 

It must not be a popularity contest nor would 

it depend on the latest book or latest 

enthusiasm. 

 

The degree of contribution to their field 

and/or the community (as expressed in the 

nomination) is an important feature.

Hall of Fame: Leslie A. Croutch  

 

because he was the best known 

Canadian fanzine editor & 

publisher in the 1940s, whose 

LIGHT was the second Canadian 

fanzine to gain a wide reputation 

among North American fen (Last 

year’s inductee, Nils Helmer Frome, had been 

the first with his SUPRAMUNDANE 

STORIES in 1937/1938). 

 

“The Best of All Possible Crudzines.” 

 

       The above quote (from legendary 

American fan Harry Warner Jr.) refers to Leslie 

A. Croutch’s LIGHT, a very personal fanzine 

published from 1937 to 1961. Harry Warner 

liked ‘Light’ very much, considering it as 

scruffy and comfortable as an old pair of 

slippers.  

 

      The earliest version of LIGHT, titled 

CROUTCH MARKET NEWS, was a short list 

of magazines and books Croutch was willing to 

sell or trade which went out to just a few fans 

whose addresses he saw listed in professional 

SF magazines. 

 

      As fandom expanded (coincidentally 

Croutch expanding too, or as Canadian Fan 

Fred Hurter Jr. wrote: “First impression of 

Croutch, there’s a lot of him”), LIGHT evolved 

into a monthly hodgepodge of musings on 

politics, films, fandom and much else 

interspersed with articles and art contributed by 

numerous Canadian, American and British fans. 

 

      Croutch earned his 1940s reputation as 

Canada’s premiere fan by being a prolific 

writer of articles for other zines as well as his 

own, as well as being a major letterhack.  
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      He also wrote a large amount of fiction, at 

least 100 stories, most of which appeared in his 

or other's fanzines, but some of it was 

professionally published. For a while Forrest J 

Ackerman (frequently voted the “Number One 

Fan” in the 1940s) served as his agent. 

AMAZING STORIES published his 'The Day 

The Bomb Fell' in its Nov 1950 issue, and his 

most famous, a post-holocaust story titled 

'Eeman Grows up', appeared earlier in the June 

1948 issue of FAMOUS FANTASTIC 

MYSTERIES. 

 

      Today it is his per/genzine LIGHT for 

which he is best remembered. As Harry Warner 

Jr. wrote in ‘New Canadian Fandom’ #6 (Jan 

1983): 

 

      "Les was one of my favorite fans of all 

time.... there's a vitality to everything he wrote, 

an enthusiasm and joie de vivre that makes 

them better than the more polished output of 

the famous fans of the period who wrote dearly 

dull stuff." 
 

      Alas, Croutch remained true to his chatty, 

informal, punning style, and gradually began to 

seem dated to new generations of fans. This led 

to a falling off of his fanac, till he gafiated in 

1961 (two years before dying in a typically 

Canadian fashion, a heart attack while 

shoveling snow).  

 

      But there's no doubt that at his height he 

beat the drum for Canadian zinedom & 

Canfanac, inspiring many to fanac of their own, 

and was much beloved by Canfandom for his 

efforts. He deserves to be remembered.  

 

      And he certainly was. 

In 1982 Hounslow Press 

of Toronto published an 

entire book devoted to 

him titled YEARS OF 

LIGHT, by John Robert 

Colombo. Now out of 

print, it's well worth 

getting a hold of if you 

can. It not only puts 

together a compelling 

story of Croutch's life, interests and 

achievements, it's a great survey of Canadian 

Fandom in the 1940s and 50s. 

 

      Note: The master copy of the award 

figurine ‘The Faned’ has been sculpted by 

Monster Attack Team Canada member 

Lawrence Prime to a design by fellow MATC 

member Eric Chu. 

 

      I am still attempting to get the ‘Faned’ 

figurine replicated and sent off to the winners 

but have not yet succeeded in determining a 

method that will work or in finding anyone 

willing to do it. The search continues. 

 

      2011 winners were declared by fiat.  

 

      2012 winners I consulted with active 

fanzine fans to determine peer opinion in an 

unofficial poll. 

 

      2013 winners were determined in a Canada-

wide vote by fanzine fans.
