Watching 
something like The Kid Stays In The Picture, you see that 
itõs technically out of your reach, but then watching Grey 
Gardens, itõs something that is emotionally and spiritually 
out of your reach. You pretty much have to have a sixth 
sense that lives in your camera to capture the stuff they 
caught. It was amazing. 
 And Iõve been using the audio recorder that I got 
as a Christmas present! I love Christmas, I do, and I got 
4 Crockpots this year for presents! Anyhow, Iõve been 
recording PodCast versions of The Drink Tank Review of 
Books which Iõll be rolling out over the next few weeks.
